o Savetime by using the UCASTrack Service on its website. Thisfeatures details of university
decisions. (Candidates need their application number and password.)

o  Usethe UCAS website to check the official list of course vacancies in Clearing-necessaryif a
candidate has not met their conditionaloffers. Clearing vacancies will be listed on
www.ucas.com from 5 July and also published in the Telegraph newspaper in August.

o If aplaceis not found through Clearing acandidate could consider re-application through UCAS
for entry in 2019.

o Candidates are expected to know their commitments at confirmation. If they are placed at an
institution they must take up the place or withdraw completely and re-apply.

o  Re-marks of A Level papers only rarely result in a change to the final A Level grade.

o  Priority re-marks need to be requested assoon as possible after results day if universities are to

be persuaded to hold aplace for candidates narrowly missing their offers.
